PETITION FOR VISITATION OF WARD

Janet Boeninger
We  respectfully ask the Court for an official Order to allow

JANET BOENINGER visitation of the Ward without restriction.
1. JARED SHAFER has restricted JANET BOENINGER to visiting ALVIN PASSER only on the premises of the Cotttages.  JANET BOENINGER would like to be able to take ALVIN off the grounds during her visits.


2. JANET lives in California and does not get a chance to visit frequently.  ALVIN and JANET like to go out to a restaurant to
eat and talk when she visits.

3. JANET BOENINGER has not received any information from JARED SHAFER or his office on rules and regulations regarding her visiting ALVIN PASSER at the Cottages.

4. Per discussion with Trudy Anderson, administrator at the Cottages,
JANET believes JARED SHAFER has restricted her visitation because:

A) She kept ALVIN out an hour past his scheduled return time on May 28, 2008:
RESPONSE:  It was presented as a  ‘suggestion’ or ‘guideline’ that ALVIN should return in “about” 3 hours.  

The checkout time was 2:00. When it became apparent to JANET that

she would be late getting ALVIN back to the cottages by 5:00,  JANET called the Cottages before 5:00 and informed them of the situation and secured an updated time of return, about 6:00.  JANET also said
ALVIN would not be eating dinner at the Cottages that evening.
JANET and ALVIN returned at 6:00.

B) On the second day, May 29, JANET didn’t notify the “proper people” (the nurse in charge or the administrator) that she was taking ALVIN off the premises.

RESPONSE: It was only by accident JANET notified the proper people on May 28 because she came earlier in the day and more people were  around. 
JANET told every staffer she saw that she was taking ALVIN out.
JANET spoke to the receptionist in detail, talking about where they were going.  JANET gave the receptionist her cell phone number, so she could be contacted at any time.
ALVIN is in a locked facility. It is the Cottages responsibility to look after him.  It is up to the Cottages to have better rules/security in place and to enforce them, so patients in a locked facility cannot be removed unwittingly without proper authorization. 

C) When JANET signed-in in the Visitors registry on May 29 , she didn’t enter the check-in time. 
RESPONSE: This was an oversight and a mistake.  JANET was distracted by questions from the receptionist. 
SUMMARY
JANET has learned from her mistakes and oversights and will not repeat them.  JANET apologizes to the Cottages and to JARED SHAFER for anything she did that would put her father in danger.  This was definitely not her intention.

JANET understands the importance of the Cottages’ and Jared Shafer’s responsibility in protecting and monitoring her father.

JANET is willing and able to follow all rules of the Cottages in regards to the protection and safety of her father when taking him off the premises of the Cottages.
JANET would ask the court for another opportunity to show she can follow the rules.
    
To this end, let the Court see it is necessary to grant unrestricted visitation to JANET BOENINGER of her father, ALVIN PASSER.
